
Policy on the use of Genera2ve AI in Comprehensive Exams, Theses, and 
Disserta2ons 
This is a general policy on the use of genera3ve (and predic3ve) AI in graduate examina3ons, theses, 
doctoral scholarly projects, and disserta3ons. It is the default followed by the Graduate School. Students 
should check with their faculty about program, department/school, or college-specific policies.  

As the culmina3ng examina3ons in subject proficiency or work of academic wri3ng and research 
produced by a student in fulfillment of the requirements of a doctoral, specialist, or master’s degree 
program, a comprehensive exam, disserta3on, doctoral scholarly project, or thesis is expected to be the 
student’s original work. A student must not submit a comprehensive examina3on, disserta3on, doctoral 
scholarly project, or thesis that contains wriIen content, images, tables, references, music or musical 
scores, or data generated by ar3ficial intelligence (AI) tools, unless: 

• such content is permiIed by the student’s departmental or college AI policies;  
• genera3ve AI use is an approved accommoda3on under the Americans with Disabili3es Act;
